We have many 100-yen shops (hyakkin) in our city. We can buy many
kinds of things for 108 yen now. One of the biggest sellers is stationery.
Many people buy kitchen items and cleaning items, too. We can also get
food, toys, and even clothes.

There were some shops like hyakkin long before the first hyakkin shop
opened.
